This is a roughly 10-year plan involving the six prefectures of 
the Kinki region, prepared as a strategic vision to continue to 
create growth by making optimal use of the experience 
accumulated so far in the Kinki region and the region’s great 
potential, while addressing various issues, including the falling 
population, and preparedness for and response to large-scale 
disasters. To realize the five visions the Kansai region is 
pursuing, we will launch and promote eight major projects in 
collaboration with various entities in both the public and 
private sectors.
